· Using writing as a process for discovery and synthesis of inquiry.

· Modeling many enduring functions of scientists-recording information, data, and experimental diagrams.

· Improving your ability to organize ideas and information to provide a study reference for each unit, as well as a resource to consult for test review.
· Demonstrating to your teacher and parents your developing organizational skills, understanding of science concepts and ability to express thoughts and feelings in a variety of ways.
Think as a scientist… record as a scientist… and reflect as a scientist!
Required: 
1. A 1-subject 100 sheet composition notebook.  Please DO NOT RIP OUT ANY PAGES; you will need all of them!  

2. Handouts and other teacher provided pages MUST BE lightly glued on the designated page in the notebook.  Please NO STAPLES.

3. A COVER PAGE for each new unit of study.  
4. Organized + NEAT:  right side for input (Content) and the left side for output (Creative).
5. A Table of Contents will be kept for the notebook and will be updated regularly.

6. Notebook Checks will occur frequently. A final notebook check will occur at the end of every unit of study. A rubric is included in your notebook to ensure you are aware of the standard used to assess your notebook and to keep track of your scores over the year.  
7. If you are absent, it is your responsibility to update your Science Notebook by looking at the class master notebook, checking the absent folder and/or getting help from classmates or Mrs. Davidson.  Being absent is not an excuse for not having your notebook up-to-date.
